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Installation

If you are not intending to install this product with the included PIR sensor,

an independent method of switching will need to be provided.

Please ensure that the domestic mains electricity circuit to which the item is

being connected, is isolated before connection.

HiB recommends installing the LED Driver inside an IP44 rated enclosure.

Any cuts made to furniture units must be sealed with silicone or
polyurethane sealant.

Ensure that the furniture unit(s) is fitted correctly in place. Ensure all
components are present prior to installation.

Plan position of the lighting components.

Remove the LED strip connector from the LED driver by pushing down on the
connector attached to the LED driver, see Fig. 1B.

If necessary, cut the LED strip to the appropriate length using a sharp pair of
scissors. Cut the LED strip along the copper connections, see Fig.2.

If the LED strip has been cut to length, take the spare end cap provided and
silicone onto the cut end of the LED strip to maintain IP44 rating, see Fig. 3.

Locate where the LED strip will be applied. Ensure the position of the lighting
components allow the feed of the cable to reconnect to the LED driver.

For wall hung furniture installations, a small hole may need to be drilled in the
underside of the carcass for the cable to feed through, see Fig 4B.

For floor standing installations, the cable can be routed behind the plinth, a
small cut may need to be made in the top edge of the plinth to allow for this,
see Fig 5B.

To secure the LED strip to the furniture, remove the film from the self adhesive
tape (see Fig. 4C & 5C) and press into place. Attach LED driver in IP44 box in a
suitable location.

Reconnect the LED strip to the LED driver.

Open the terminal block, see Fig. 1D, and make the electrical connection
between power supply and the LED driver, as per the wiring diagram, see
page 3. When correctly wired, reseal the terminal block.

When the connection has been correctly made and insulated, switch the main
power supply back on.



PIR sensor installation

1. Remove the PIR sensor connector from the LED driver by pushing down on the
connector attached to the LED driver, see Fig. 1B.

2. Plan location of the PIR sensor and feed the cable to the LED driver
accordingly. Ensure the PIR sensor is not obstructed to ensure the full
functionality of the sensor, see Fig 6.

3. Reconnectto the LED driver ensuring the connector clicks in place.

4. Using a screwdriver, install the PIR sensor holder using the x2 screws provided
in the plastic bag, see Fig. 4A & 5A. Clip the PIR sensor into the holder to
complete installation, see Fig. 4A & 5A.

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The plug & play feature on the LED driver allows multiple LED strips and an
optional PIR sensor to be connected. Operation is determined by how the

lighting component is installed.

With PIR sensor

The light will switch on when a person enters the activation zone.

Please allow for a 2 second delay in illumination.

The lights will automatically turn off after 5 minutes with no activity in the
activation zone.

Without PIR sensor
The LED light will turn on when power is applied to the LED driver via the
main switch for the lighting circuit of which it is connected.

Care

To preserve the high quality finish of your HiB product, please ensure you
regard the following care and cleaning recommendations:

¢ Use only a soft damp cloth.

*  Wipe off all water spillages as soon as possible.

* Do not use any abrasives or solvents.
